Zesty citrus and apple fruits, developing a honeyed complexity. 
Taittinger Rosé       £60.00 
A blend of various harvests produce a delightful champagne pink in  colour. 
Bollinger Grande Année       £79.00

(France) A spicy bouquet, balanced by soft, juicy flavours of blackberry fruits and plums 
Esperanza Merlot - Mendoza Valley  £3.40   £13.50 
(Argentina) A smooth and soft with ripe aromas of raspberries, plums and cherries. 
Adobe Carmenere - Colchagua Valley   £4.20   £16.50 
(Chile) Organic grape. Intense flavours, a selection of plums, blackcurrants, coffee and 
chocolate enrich the desirable palate. 
King’s River Shiraz – Robertson      £15.50 
(South Africa) A classic New World Shiraz delivering rich brambly berry fruit flavours and a well 
balanced spicy palate.
